Making Maps With Paint Net

Go to the Orange Acres Website (OrangeAcres.net) and then to Downloads. Download and install “Paint.net”.
Download Paint Net Orange Acres Map and ‘Save As’ to the directory where you want to keep it.

Run Paint.Net
Do File/Open and open the file Office Map.pdn.

This is a read only file so if you want to save it after making changes you must give it another name.

There are three windows showing on the screen. They are ‘Tools’, ‘Colors’ and ‘Layers’.

The layers window should always show ‘Lot Layout’ selected in light blue.
To color the lots, select ‘Flood Mode’ from the tools window which is a paint can.
Pick the color you want from the color wheel. Or the color bar below it.

The two boxes in the upper left corner show the background and foreground colors being used.

Click the left mouse button to color with the for ground color and the right mouse button to color with the background color.

To draw a color box to the right of the map select the rectangle in the upper left of the Tools window.

Drag the mouse with the left button to create the box. Depressing the shift key will make it a square.

Fill it with the color as you did the Lots. You must then click the Deselect before you can proceed.

To add text select the Text tool form the tools window. Left click where you want the text to appear.
The text color will be the foreground color. You can select the font color and size before exiting the text mode. The text cannot be corrected later. You must either use the undo or paint over it white.
